Special Committee on Young Barristers
1. It has always been the role of YBC serving as the link between the junior Bar and other members of the Bar and the public.  In 2004/2005, YBC carried out the same mission and took part in various events throughout the year.
2. In January 2004, it was the third occasion YBC representing the Bar in the Girl Guides Celebrity Challenge in which the Bar Team won a trophy for the “Best Slogan”.

3. In June 2004, the YBC organised the largest ever Bar Association’s Dragon Boat team.  Due to overwhelming response, 2 sub-teams were divided to compete in two races.  This meaningful event allowed junior members experiencing the valuable lessons of teamwork and co-operation.
4. Apart from participating in community activities, YBC continued establishing a good relationship with law students in order to attract quality entrants to the Bar.  In March 2004, YBC members visited the two law schools in Hong Kong for informal discussions on “mini-pupillage with barristers”.  In the course of the discussions, law students were encouraged to make use of their holidays exploring their suitable future career.
5. In October and November 2004, the YBC organised career talks at the City University of Hong Kong and the University of Hong Kong in which Mr. Philip Dykes SC and Mr. Edward Chan SC spoke in the seminars, respectively. 
6. In January 2005, the YBC, on behalf of the Bar, took part in the Career Expo for both local and foreign law students.  The presence of the Bar at the Career Expo had provided more information for law students in choosing their future careers and allowed them having better insight of the both streams of legal profession in Hong Kong.
7. In June and September 2004, the YBC held the informal discussion session for pupils.  The sessions, which provided an orientation to our next generation, were well attended.  The feedback from the pupils indicated a strong demand for such orientation sessions which will no doubt aim to continue providing the same in the future.
8. In October 2004, it was the first time that “Hong Kong Bar Association Debating Competition” was held for the secondary school students.  The debates, which focused specially on legal-related issues, are intended to arouse the interest and awareness of secondary school students to rule of law.  It is also hoped that such occasions will attract potential talents to join our profession in the future.
9. In December 2004, we had our annual Christmas party which many members of the Judiciary and senior Bar were attended.

10. Lastly, I would like to express my gratitude for the support from the members of the Special Committee and other volunteered young barristers for taking part and organising the abovementioned activities.
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
