Special Committee on the application of the 
Prevention of Bribery Ordinance to the Chief Executive
The Bar Council set up a committee to consider the application of the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance to the Chief Executive.  The Hong Kong government has now accepted in principle that the Ordinance should be amended to extend to the Chief Executive.  Basically the position of the Bar Council is that it supports such an amendment.  However, the position of the Bar Council is that the only real issue is how an allegation of an offence under that Ordinance against the Chief Executive should be investigated.
The Legislative Council invited the Bar to send a representative to a committee hearing on the topic.  It is clear that there is a broad consensus as to need for the Ordinance to be extended to the Chief Executive. However, such a consensus is clearly absent in relation to the issue of how allegations against the Chief Executive might be investigated. The position of the Bar Council is that where there is a sufficiently substantial allegation of an offence under the Ordinance that the Chief Justice or some other similar official should appoint special counsel to conduct the investigation.  That special counsel should have all the powers of the Commissioner of the ICAC.
No legislation has been drafted.  At present, the government is reflecting on the views of various interested parties including the Bar.  The debate in relation to this issue is likely to be a protracted one.
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
