Special Committee on 
Secondary Schools Education Project 
In its 6th year, the “Rule of Law” Project run under the auspices of the Hong Kong Bar Association has again reached more than 21 secondary schools and 11,221 students in the territory between January and December 2006.  Apart from topics such as “The Rule of Law”, “How the law relates to our daily lives” and Careers Talks, teachers have increasingly requested specific topics of their choice relating to teenagers and delinquency for our presentation.

Relying on the goodwill and selfless sacrifice of our silks and senior members to present Rule of Law topics to the majority of our audiences, our committee members have also been responsible for conducting Careers Talk to smaller audiences.  Deepest appreciation goes to all our speakers and special mention also goes to those from the Young Barristers’ Committee who helped as accompanying counsel on various visits.

Although the response from students and feedback from teachers has always been affirmative and encouraging, we note a decreasing trend of invitations in the academic year 2006-7.  We believe this may be due to two main reasons: (i) overlap with the Law Society which is organizing similar projects; and (ii) greater awareness of the subject fostered over the years resulting a declining need for schools to resort to outside assistance to deal with the subject.  Where the Bar continues to see this as a worthy service to our younger generation, it is hoped that a review of the present coverage and promotion method could be revisited under a new committee to make this Project more effective.
