Special Committee on Overseas Admissions (Criminal)

During the past year, there were eight applications for admission of overseas Silks in criminal matters.  The Bar Council consented to six of these and opposed two.  These two were both in the District Court.  However the Chief Judge admitted the two applications to which we had not consented.  

It has to be said that it is a disturbing feature of the past year, that the Court has widened the admission criteria for overseas Silks, in criminal matter, to the extent that in two cases, albeit in the same matter, they were admitted to be enrolled for a criminal case in the District Court.  

The coming year’s Bar Council will scrutinise applications for overseas admissions in criminal matters very carefully, especially those in the District Court.
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
