Charles Ching Memorial Scholarship Committee 
1. This year the Committee received 10 applications for consideration from 3 women and seven men. All but two of the candidates had been educated in both Hong Kong and the United Kingdom; the remaining candidates had been educated in Australia and Canada. The majority of the candidates had attended either Oxford or Cambridge University and one of them had attended the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. Two of the candidates had existing professional qualifications, one in pharmacy and one in dentistry. The candidates ranged in age from 23 to 47 years of age.

After viewing the video recorded interviews, the Committee decided to ask 4 candidates for interview which was carried out on the morning of 21st July 2007. All candidates conducted themselves well and were articulate and conscious of their responsibilities to the fund. Two candidates presented themselves as particularly deserving of assistance from the fund. Wilson Leung on the basis of his interview and his outstanding academic record and Benny Lo who presented himself well and who had demonstrated an earnest desire to practice at the Bar plus a history of determined application. In particular, the Committee was conscious of its duty to promote the characteristics demonstrated by Charles Ching and was determined to continue to nurture such qualities in the future Bar.
3. The Committee resolved to award $25,000 to Wilson Leung and $50,000 to Benny Lo.
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
