Bar Scholarship Committee
1. This is the 10th year of the Bar Scholarship Scheme.   
2. We welcome 2 new members on the Bar Scholarship Committee (“the Committee”), His Honour Judge Thomas Au, one of the first Bar Scholars (1998), and Mr. Ronny F.H. Wong, S.C.  
3. This year, 24 applications were received.  4 applicants (whose applications were considered to be pre-mature as they either had not yet undertaken the P.C.LL. course or had definite plan to pursue a postgraduate degree) were advised to apply again closer to the time when they would start pupillage in Hong Kong.  8 applicants were invited to attend an interview by the Committee.
4. After careful consideration and deliberation,  2 awards were made to CHAIN Siao Leung, Christopher and LEUNG Wan Shun, Wilson, bringing the total number of Bar Scholars up to 28.

The quality of the awardees over the years has been consistently outstanding and impressive.  Upon completion of pupillage, Bar Scholars are accepted into prominent chambers with substantial practice and have generally been progressing well in their practice.  23 of the Bar Scholars have entered into and remained in full practice at the Bar.  

6. In addition to developing their practice at the Bar, most of the Bar Scholars have participated in the work of the Bar Council and/or the various special committees under it.  As their seniority grows, they will be expected to take up more responsibilities.
7. The Committee is also pleased to report that some Bar Scholars have begun to honour their moral obligation to donate back to the Bar Scholarship Fund.
