Special Committee on Nomination
This Special Committee was first set up in May 2004. The background leading to the setting up of this Special Committee was summarized in the 2004 report and will not be repeated here. 
During the past year, the following matters were handled by this Special Committee:

(1)
In January to February 2006, this Special Committee assisted the Board of Review in inviting interested members of the Bar to sit as members of the Board of Review. A Bar Circular No. 006/06 was issued. A total of 5 members had expressed interests and the Board of Review was informed accordingly.
(2)
In June 2006, the Bar was asked by the Home Affairs Department to assist in inviting members of the Bar to sit as members to the Appeal Board (Hotel and Guesthouse Accommodation), Appeal Board (Clubs (Safety of Premises)) and Appeal Board (Bedspace Apartments). A Bar Circular No. 57/06 was issued informing members of this matter. A total of 22 members expressed interests and their particulars were passed to the Home Affairs Department for further consideration.
(3)
Also in June 2006, the Central Policy Unit invited the Bar to assist in locating members who are willing to sit in government boards and committees. A total of 21 members had expressed interests and the Central Policy Unit was likewise informed accordingly.

In accordance with the policy previously decided by the Bar Council, the Bar did not in any way make any recommendations when passing the information of the interested members to the above bodies but acted solely as an intermediary. 
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
